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This is probably a good time of the year to
print this article. We have just had our
membership drive, and we have new members
who might like some general information on our

monthly club rides.

CCOHVA offers riding opportunities once a

month or more. These are volunteer guided

rides and all club members are welcome to

participate. Rides are usually announced in the
newsletter prior to the ride, but unfortunately the time between the notice and the actual ride can
sometimes be very short. Cancellation at the last minute can occur due to unforeseen reasons, in which
case notification is often limited to e-mail and word of mouth. Ride directions are sometimes brief, but a
phone number is included if further information is needed about a ride. Contacting participants by phone
concerning changes is only possible if that person wanting to be contacted first notifies the ride leader or
myself that he wishes to be informed personally of any changes in the ride.

Rides are not always for everyone's skill level. Participants are expected to use his/her own judgment as
to his/her ability to participate in any ride. In the more difficult sections of a trail, there are usually
volunteers who will help those needing it.

We are a club, not a professional organization, and each ride participant must remember that their own



safety is their own responsibility. OHV use can be a dangerous sport, and participants are expected to use
his/her own judgment as to his/her ability to participate in any ride. The club does not take responsibility
for participant's safety or actions. The club's policy is to obey the laws, and stay on the trails.

Why join in club rides?

First of all, we do some very good rides. All members are welcome to participate in all rides and club
activities. These rides include places like The Devil's Racetrack, Hole in the Rock, Dubinky Sand Dunes,

the Moab area, the Manti Mountains and many other trails.

Second, group led rides mean that the leader has made all the wrong turns previously, and is not likely to
make them again. You see the best parts of the trail without a lot of aimless wandering. Also, a group has
a large inventory of trails to choose from.

Third, group rides and activities help everyone learn and understand how to best keep trails open. Clubs
often discuss, learn and practice the rules of the trail that help prevent trail and land abuse. Numerous
organizations are trying to limit, or totally exclude off road motorized travel, and they cite abuse as a major
reason to exclude motorized travel. Proper use of your trails gives these organizations less reason to
close public land to the very public they claim they represent.

Fourth, your active participation in club activities helps our voice get heard by those who regulate OHV
use. While it helps just to donate to a cause, it works so much better to actively work to establish policy
and practices. The people who make the rules need to see faces and hear the voices of the people those
rules will affect.

In summary, we need those who join the club to become active members. That way, everyone will benefit.

The Bush Administration submitted to Congress iitppsed budget for FY 2009 and public lands
suffered a hard hit squarely in the jaw. What ddd#l money the Forest Service received was fer fir
fighting purposes only. One publication suggesked the Forest Service change its name to the Fire
Service. To make up the difference, the recrediiaiget and the budget for the maintenance of roads
and trails were hit hard.

The proposed budget for trails is being cut by apyghing 33% from what was finally appropriated in
FY08. And the recreation budget is being cut 8%mfwehat was received last year. Please see the chart
below for additional information.

From day one, we were concerned that inadequateness would adversely impact OHV recreation and
we are beginning to see this fear come true. Teeudsion accompanying the budget submission,
especially the section dealing with the Recreatiodget, speaks to the Travel Management Rule and th
amount of resources the agency is devoting todtiatt. While the talk is encouraging, we remain
concerned that the individual forest districts ape seeing the actual funding and are thereforiagak
steps to short circuit the implementation process.

Trails are already inadequately maintained. Wiis lmoney available for this purpose, we can expect
that less work will be done to maintain these $ralventually leading to more trail closures. Tisia
slippery slope for an agency that can only seefight forest fires and does less and less for the
recreating public. This is a very sad state ofiedfa
